ELIGIBILITY, ENTRY AND CLASSES 
This event is open to class legal Hobie 16s and 18s.  IHCA Class 
Rule 26 requires that all crew be 2016 IHCA members (HCA_NA or 
other regional Hobie Class Association) 
 
VENUE 
Playa Bonita Resort and RV Park, Puerto Peñasco, Sonora, Mexico.  
Racing will be on the warm waters of the northern Sea of Cortez 
immediately following the Pinata Regatta - Hobie Division 2 
Championship, October 8-9 (www.fleet 514.com) 
 
RULES 
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing 
Rules of Sailing (RRS).  This is an international competition; 
therefore, pursuant to the US Sailing prescription to RRS 88.2, the 
US Sailing prescription to RRS 40 shall not apply.  The US Sailing 
prescriptions to rules 60.3(b), 63.2, and 63.4 shall not apply. 
 
MEASUREMENT 
Boats will be weighed for this event.  Competitors are 
responsible for ensuring their equipment is HCA Class Legal.  
Crew members will be weighed in accordance with class rules.  
During the competition, any boat may be subject to inspection.
