Rules

This regatta is classified as a Category A event and will be governed by The Racing
Rules of Sailing (2017-2020) except as changed by the Sailing Instructions or any
appendices to the Sailing Instructions.

Scoring

The Low Point System will apply except that if 6 or more races are completed, the worst
eligible score will be discarded. One race shall constitute a regatta. When fewer than 6
races have been completed, a boats series score shall be the sum of her race scores.

Courses
All races will be sailed in Buttonwood Sound in Key Largo and will be specified in the
Sailing Instructions.

Coach and Support Boats

All coach and support boats shall register and prominently fly a designated flag from a
staff, supplied by the Race Committee, at all times while on the water. A cash only
security deposit will be required and returned to you at the end of the event with the
return of your flag.

Safety

All competitors shall wear adequate flotation devices, except briefly while changing or
adjusting clothing or personal equipment. Failure to do so may be protested by the
Race Committee and may result in disqualification.
