1 RULES

e The Regatta will be governed by the 2013-2016 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Notice
of Race, and the Sailing Instructions.

e While racing, PHRF boats shall not enter the mooring or anchorage areas. These areas
are defined as obstructions.

e Double headsails are not allowed. This changes RRS 50.

e Spinnakers are not allowed. This changes RRS 50.

e Headsails may be jibs/genoas as permitted by class rules, but in no case larger than
155%.

e Jibs/genoas may be used with one whisker/spinnaker pole if class rules permit doing so.

e PHRF, Harbor 20, and other one-design classes are invited to compete.
