Number of Races:
There is no limit to the number of races. The committee will attempt to maximize racing for the
conditions available.

PRIZES
For each class, prizes will be given to the first-place finisher in classes with three or fewer entries, the first
two finishers in classes with six or fewer entries, and the first three finishers in classes with seven or more
entries. Prizes for the A-Cat class will be awarded for Foiling and Classic boats as separate classes.

The Dave Irey Memorial perpetual trophy will be awarded to first place finisher in the class with the
largest number of registered competitors.

COURSES

Courses will be set around racing marks as declared in the Sailing Instructions and Appendix B.

MEASUREMENTS
Each boat must satisfy the requirements of its class rules.

PENALTIES

For the Catamaran classes RRS 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-
Turn penalty.
