2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
2.1 The regatta is open to all boats of the Sunfish, Laser, Optimist, 420 and Open Bic 
classes. Due to the coronavirus, no club owned Optimists or Open Bics may be used for the series, as 
they are reserved exclusively for summer camp use.

4.2 Number of races: Will be determined by the Race Committee subject to conditions. 
4.3 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race each day is 18:30.

8.1 RULE 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turn Penalty is replaced by the One Turn 
Penalty. 

9 SCORING 
9.1 The scoring system is as follows: Each boat’s series scores shall be the total of all races 
excluding 25% of her worst score. 

10 PRIZES 
10.1 Awards will be given as follows: One award for every five boats registered in each class.
