This regatta is open to all boats with valid 2013 PHRF-GB certificates, boats entering for GBCA Club Handicap, 
and others that can form a one design class and supply a set of class rules, subject to the discretion of the race 
committee. A minimum of three boats is required to form a class.  Classes which have formed by 1700 hours 
Wednesday, March 13, 2013 will be awarded trophies as follows:

Entry fees will be refunded if the entry is withdrawn prior 
to the entry deadline.  The deadline for all entries is Friday, March 15, 2013 at 1930 CST; however, entries 
received after 2359 CST, Wednesday, March 13, 2013 will be subject to a $10.00 late fee.
