1 RULES  
 
1.1 This regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2013-2016.  
 
1.2 If there is a conflict between a rule in the notice of race and one in the sailing instructions, the sailing  
instructions shall apply.  
 
 2 ELIGIBILITY  
 
2.1 This event is open to all MC Scow Class boats that meet MC Scow Class requirements.  
 
2.2 A boat shall be considered entered when the above requirements are met, a complete entry form is 
submitted, and all entry fees are paid.  
 
3 ENTRIES AND FEES  
 
3.1  The entry fee for all boats is $80.  
 
3.2 Entries include one regatta shirt, two lunches, Friday Social, and one regatta dinner ticket for Saturday 
night.  
 
3.2 Additional dinner tickets are available for $20 each.  
 
3.3 Additional regatta shirts are available for $18.00 each.
