Associate members who are also Family or

Junior members are also eligible to fulfill this requirement.
b. The same helmsman shall handle the helm of a given Flying Scot®

through all races of the series except that he/she may have the crew handle the
helm while making adjustments or handling the spinnaker, including setting,

flying and dousing the spinnaker.
