Handicap scoring will be in accordance with the PHRF Time over Distance system.

Prizes are based on leftover and unclaimed trophies from the previous year(s) — hence, the name of the
event. Prizes will be at the discretion of the Race Committee, based on the amount of leftovers.

The EYC Golden Shoes award will be presented to the best-dressed boat/crew.
