9.1 Marks 1, 2, 3s, and 3p will be Yellow Inflatable Shapes.   Mark 1a will be a Red Ball.  The Finish Mark will be a 

Red Ball opposite the Race Committee Finish Boat.  
9.2 New marks, as provided in SI 13, will be Orange Inflatable Shapes. 
9.3 For the Gate Start, the starting marks will be the Port Limit Mark (Red Ball) and a flag staff on the stern of the
