3 Eligibility and Entry

3.1 The Optimist Green Fleet is open to any beginning Optimist sailor who meets the criteria specified by the
United States Optimist Dinghy Association.

3.2 Competitors shall present signed and completed Release and Medical Consent forms at check-in.
The forms are available for download on the event website through Regatta Network.

4 Designated Adult
4.1 Atregistration, the adult representative of each competitor under the age of 18, shall indicate by his or
her signature, full responsibility for the competitor throughout the event.

4.2 Tt is the competitor’s designated adult’s decision to enter the regatta and to start or continue any race. The
adults supervising the competitors are ultimately responsible for the risks. This includes ensuring that the
competitor wears appropriate clothing for immersion in water. The designated adult will accept full
responsibility for all actions of the competitor during any activity related to the event. This included on-shore
activities before, during and after the regatta.

5 Fees

5.1 Required Fees:

For Optimists the entry fee is $45.00. After April 16, 2018 the total late fee is $65.00. For C420 the Entry fee
is $55. After April 16, 2018 the C420 total late fee is $75.00.

5.2 The entry fee includes launching services at Clearwater Community Sailing Center, lunch and water for
the competitors and a regatta souvenir.

6_Reqistration Competitors shall register on-line via www.RegattaNetwork.com no later than 2300 EST on
April 19, 2018. All signed Liability & Medical forms must be submitted at check-in Saturday morning April
21, 2018.
