1. RULES:

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing. Boats
shall not protest under class rules requiring class membership.

1.2 Conflicts between the NOR and Sailing Instructions will be resolved in favor of the Sailing
Instructions. This changes RRS 63.7.

1.3 Except for PHRF, classes with three (3) or more boats shall be scored separately. Other
one-design boats will sail and be scored in the in the Handicap Class.

1.4 Classes may be added to the starting sequence as defined in the Sailing Instructions to be
available at Registration.

2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY:

2.1 This is a GSBYRA Invitational Regatta event open to members of GSBYRA clubs, and guests.
Final scores will be applied to determine the GSBYRA Presidents Trophy.

2.2 PHRF (Spin and Non-spin), and all one design classes, except Optimist are invited.

2.4 Only competitors that are members of GSBYRA Full Member Clubs are eligible for GSBYRA
perpetual trophies.

VENUE: The venue will be off Bay Shore Yacht Club in the general area of Bay Shore.

SCHEDULE OF EVENTS AND RACES:
7.1 Saturday, July 28

Club House Opens: 0930
Competitors’ Meeting at flagpole in front of Club: 1100
Warning Signal: 1200

Back-to-back racing to follow — no lunch break

7.2 Sunday, July 29
Club House Opens: 0930
Waning Signal 1100
Back-to-back racing to follow-no lunch break

7.3 No warning signals will be made later than 1630

COURSES:

8.1 PHRF and One Design shall both sail be around-the-buoys courses of approximately 30 to 45
minutes each. The courses will be trapezoids, triangles, windward-leeward, or combinations
thereof.

8.2 All courses and starting sequences will be defined in the Sailing Instructions.

SCORING: The Low Point Scoring System, Appendix A of the RRS will apply, except that a boat’s

final score shall be the sum of her scores for all races.

9.1 Six (6) races are scheduled.

(a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her

race scores.

(b) When 5 races or more have been completed, a boat’s score will be the total of her race

scores excluding her worst score.

9.2 One (1) race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

9.3 The Portsmouth Handicap System shall be used for the one design handicap fleet using the
D-PN handicaps from the GSBYRA 2018 Yearbook

9.4 PHRF shall be scored time-on-time.

SAFETY:

10.1  All competitors ages 17 or under shall wear a properly fastened US Coast Guard
approved Personal Floatation Device (PFD), inherently buoyant, (i.e. not inflatable)
while afloat. Float coats and inflatable PFD’s are NOT permitted.

10.2  Itis highly recommended that all adult competitors (ages 18 and over) that are not
aboard yachts having lifelines shall wear a properly fastened US Coast Guard approved
Personal Floatation Device (PFD) while racing. Float coats and inflatable PFD’s are
permitted.

10.3  If Flag Y is displayed, all competitors shall wear a properly fastened US Coast Guard
approved Personal Floatation Device (PFD).

PRIZES: Prizes will be awarded Sunday after the last race at the BSYC clubhouse.
