Rules:   The Notice of Race and Event Sailing Instructions will be posted on the PSA  
website www.psasailing.org prior to Friday, October 5, 2018. The race shall  
governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing for 2017 – 2020. 

Radio:   Boats should monitor VHF 72 for courtesy communications from the Race Committee. 
Some fleets may be combined due to light entries 

Start:   Between yellow flag on Race Committee boat and Region 2, Chesapeake Bay Area 
Mark “T” (Baltimore Light).   

Signals: RRS 26 (Starting Races): First Signal 1055 hrs. See event SI’s for further details.  

Course: To be displayed by the RC at the time of the race, using marks listed in the 2018 GSI as 
Region 2, Chesapeake Bay Area Standard Racing Marks.   A course for the slower fleets 
will be posted first,    BREAK – then longer course posted for remaining classes. The RC 
plans to offer two courses depending on wind speed and direction.  Course notice will be 
provided 24 hours prior to event start or earlier if possible, via email to all registrants. 

Finish:   Between yellow flag on Race Committee boat and “W” GC1 south of Rock Hall channel. 

Time Limit: 6 hours. 

Protests:  Must be postmarked by Tuesday 09 October 2018 and sent to the above address for 
entry; Call first. Hearing to begin at 1800 on Friday 19 October 2018 at the PSA 
Clubhouse, 283 Cove Road follow Lake Shore Drive to Ferry Point Road, Left on to Cove 
Rd, Pasadena, MD. 

Social:   Participants are invited to the shore party and happy hour hosted at Haven Harbour 
marina in beautiful Swan Creek. Bring your swim trunks, and enjoy a refreshing dip in the 
marina pool, and shuttle service into Rock Hall. Live music provided by PSA’s own 
talented musicians.

Limited tender service will be available for racers on moorings or anchors. Haven 
Harbour and Osprey Point marinas will monitor VHF channel 16.  For tender service 
call Haven Harbour Marina. 

Awards:  1st /3, 2nd/5 & 3rd/7+ finishers. Awards for all classes will be presented at PSA’s Fall Party 
in November 2018. Invitations will be sent. 

Other: A yacht abandoning the race or finishing after the Race Committee boat has left station 
must take her own time and report to the Race Committee by phone: 301-922-2092 or 
VHF Channel 72.
