. RULES

1.1.The race will be conducted according to The Racing Rules of Sailing 2017-2020,
including US Sailing Prescriptions, Hawaii Yacht Racing Association [HYRA]
Prescriptions and HYC Standing Sailing Instructions for Offshore Races unless
otherwise amended in this Notice of Race or the Sailing Instructions.

1.2. The Racing Rules of Sailing [RRS] 51 and 52 are modified to allow the use of integrally
designed Canting Ballast Twin Foil [CBTF] and water ballast technology.

1.3.RRS 52 is modified to allow the use of winches operated using stored power.

. ADVERTISING shall comply with ISAF Regulation 20. Competitor advertising will not be
restricted.

. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1.The regatta is open to all yachts that meet requirements for ISAF Offshore Special
Regulations Category 3 (no liferaft required) and are members of HYRA member clubs,
and other yachts that may be invited by the organizing authority.

3.2. Liability insurance with a minimum coverage of $500,000 is required.

3.3. Eligible yachts may enter via the US Sailing RegattaNetwork website between August 3
and September 1, 2018 - 1800 hrs. Entries will only be accepted using
