. SCHEDULE OF EVENTS — September 12, 19 and 26, 2018.

. ADVANCE REGISTRATION — Competitors enter by completing the

entry form through Regatta Network. This can be access by going

to ccyc.org, clicking on Sail Fleet, Racing Information, Register.

. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS — The Sailing Instructions (Sls) will be

available at CCYC Sail Fleet Bulletin Board, or online at ccyc.org,

Sail Fleet, Racing Information.

. Penalty System — Appendix P, Immediate Penalties for Breaking

Rule 42, Propulsion will apply.



9. SCORING — A Maximum of three races are scheduled, of which
three or less shall be completed to constitute a series.

10. [Suggest that one (1) race be used as the minimum number
of races for constitute a series.]
11. SAFETY- A boat retiring from a race shall notify a Race

Committee on VHF 68 or sailing past but not through the finish

line and hailing.

12. MEDIA RIGHTS — By participating in this regatta, a
competitor (Or parent/guardian if under 18) grants to the OA and
its sponsors the right in perpetuity to make, use and show, from
time to time and their discretion, any photographs, motion
pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other
reproductions of him or her during the period of the competition
without compensation.

13. PRIZES- Awards to competitors placing first through third in
all divisions will be presented the Sail Fleet Awards Dinner open
September 26,
