Any change to the sailing instructions will be
posted before 0900 on the day it will take effect,
except that any change to the schedule of races
will be posted by 1800 on the day before it will
take effect.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed at the

flagpole in front of the clubhouse.

4.2 When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is

replaced by ‘not less than 60 minutes’ in the race
signal. This changes Race Signal AP.

10 THE START

10.1 The starting line will be between a staff displaying an
orange flag on the signal boat at the starboard end
and the course side of the port end starting mark.

10.2 Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall
avoid the starting area during the starting sequence
for other races. [DP]

10.3 A boat starting later than 4 minutes after her
starting signal will be scored Did Not Start without
a hearing. This changes rule A4 and A5.

11. CHANGE OF THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE

11.1 To change the next leg of the course, the race
committee will lay a new mark (or move the
finishing line) and remove the original mark as
soon as practicable.

11.2 In the event of a change of the next leg of the course,
the offset mark (mark 1a) will not be relocated. All
classes shall round the new mark leaving it to port.

12 THE FINISH Attachment B

12.1 The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an
orange flag on the signal boat and the course side of
the finishing mark.

13 PENALTY SYSTEM

13.1 Rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty
is replaced by One-Turn Penalty.

14 TIME LIMIT

14.1 Boats failing to finish within 40 minutes after the first
boat in their class sails the course and finishes will be
scored Did Not Finish without a hearing. This
changes RRS 35, A4 and A5.

15 PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

15.1 Protest forms are available outside the Race Office.
Protests, requests for redress and reopening shall be
delivered there within 60 minutes after the signal boat
docks. The docking time will be posted on the Official
Notice Board.

15.2 Notices will be posted no later than 30 minutes after
the protest time limit to inform competitors of
hearings in which they are parties or named as
witnesses. Hearings will be held in the club office
beginning at the time posted.

15.3 Notices of protests by the race committee, technical
committee or protest committee will be posted to
inform boats under rule 61.1(b).
