If Ambulance/EMS is needed, CLEARLY state this and
proceed with victim(s) to Fire Boat Dock, on the east
side of the boat ramp in front of the Yacht Club. EMS
services will meet you there. This is the most
convenient location to transfer victims.

In the event of an OFF THE WATER EMERGENCY:
