5 Racing Area 

5.1 The racing area will be in the San Joaquin River adjacent to the Stockton Sailing Club. 

6 Courses and Marks 

6.1 The course will be dependent on wind conditions with a target duration of approximately 5 

hours. Possible Courses: 

Start, Light 18, Finish 

Start, Ward Island & Columbia Cut, Finish 

Start, Mandeville Tip, Finish 

7 Scoring 

7.1 The race will be scored using PHRF Time-on-Time. 

8 Assignment to Division 

8.1 Division assignments will be based upon the number and types of entrants. 

8.2 Division assignments and starting sequence will be finalized at the skipper’s meeting. 
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9 Awards 

Awards will be presented division on the following basis: 

 One to four yachts registered: first place only 

 Five to seven yachts registered: first and second place
