1 RULES 
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as 

defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 
 
Oceanside Yacht Club, that is the organizing 
authority, operates this regatta to benefit 
Elizabeth Hospice’s mission:  to provide 
comfort and counsel to children and adults 
who are facing life’s most difficult challenges. 

1.2 No national prescriptions will apply. 
1.3 Changes to the racing rule(s), if any, will 

appear in full in the sailing instructions.  The 
sailing instructions may also change other 
racing rules. 

1.4 The sailing instructions will consist of the 
instructions in RRS Appendix S, Standard Sailing 
Instructions, and supplementary sailing 
instructions that will be on the official notice 
board located at Oceanside Yacht Club Office. 

2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
2.1 The regatta is open to boats of the RS Tera 

class that are rigged with a sport-sized 
mainsail. 

2.2 Eligible boats may enter by registering with 
www.RegattaNetwork.com before 20:00 on 
26-July. 

2.3 Oceanside Yacht Club members may reserve 
a club-owned RS Tera by contacting Fleet 
Captain Dan Avina (danavina@hotmail.com) 
prior to July 20th.  Boat reservations are on a 
first-come first-serve basis. 

3 FEES 
3.1 Required race fee is $30.00 

4 SCHEDULE 
4.1  Date of racing:  July 27, 2019. 
4.2 Number of races: Five races are scheduled.  

Two completed races constitute a regatta.  
There will be no throw outs. 

4.3 The scheduled time of the warning signal for 
the first race is 11:56. 

4.4 No warning signal will be made after 16:00. 

5 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
The sailing instructions will be posted on the 
Oceanside Yacht Club racing calendar after July 
13, 2019.  

6 VENUE AND COURSES 
Attachments show (a) Oceanside harbor 
vicinity and (b) course locations. 
 
Boats can be launched from public ramps in 
the South Harbor.  Trailer parking near these 
ramps requires a nominal fee.  Sail to end of I-
Dock by OYC in North Harbor. 
 
Alternatively, boats can be carried down a 
narrow gangway by the yacht club located in 
the North Harbor.  Trailer parking is permitted 
on N Harbor Drive near the yacht club. 

7 RADIO COMMUNICATION 
Except in an emergency, a boat that is racing 
shall not make voice or data transmissions and 
shall not receive voice or data communication 
that is not available to all boats. 

8 PRIZES 
Prizes, which are based on the number entries, 
will be awarded after racing.

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely 
at their own risk.  See RRS 4, Decision to Race.  
The organizing authority will not accept any 
liability for material damage or personal injury 
or death sustained in conjunction with or prior 
to, during, or after the regatta.
