4.1 The entry fee for adult competitors is $140 USD if received by October 11th

4.3 A late fee of $15 USD will be added for all entries received after October 11th.

4.3 Late registration will be available onsite October 25 from 1600 to 1900.

9. SCORING

9.1 One races are required to be completed to constitute a regatta.

9.2(a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a board’s series score will be the total of her race
scores.

(b) When 5 to 11 races have been completed, a board’s series score will be the total of her race scores
excluding her worst score.

10. PRIZES

10.1 Awards will be given to 1-3 for each division with over 10 boards pre-registered by 10-11-2019. In divisions
with less than ten boards pre-registered by 10-11-2019 only first place will be awarded.

11. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing au-
thority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with
or prior to, during or after the regatta.

12. Safety
