ELIGIBILITY: The regatta is open to Optimist Green, Red, White, and Blue classes, C420 and
Laser Radial.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: Sailing Instructions and race course will be provided at Registration.

VENUE: The race area will be in Rock Creek next to the Yacht Club. Viewing of the races will
be possible by the pool, Club House, or anywhere else on top of the hill.

SCORING: The low point scoring system of Appendix A (RRS) will apply. The lowest race
score will be dropped if (6) six or more races are completed.

LOGISTICS: Competitor’'s boats and equipment trailers may be parked in designated areas in
the lower parking area. Boats will be setup and rigged in this same area and will be organized
to the beach launch location. Towing vehicles and cars must be parked in the upper hill
parking lots. Staff will be available to direct locations for equipment and car parking.
