8.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply.
8.2 Five races are scheduled for the South River and the North River (10 total).
8.3 One race is required to be completed to constitute a regatta

(a) When fewer than five (5) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of

his/her race scores on each river.

(b) When five (5) or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total
of his/her race scores excluding his/her worst score on each river.

(c) For sailors racing both rivers, when fewer than five (5) races have been completed in total, a
boats series score will be the total of his/her scores. When five (5) or more have been
completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of his/her race scores excluding his/her worst
score. When ten (10) or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the
total of her race scores excluding her worst two (2) scores.

9) Awards:
9.1 Awards will be presented for the South River Participants, the North River Participants and Overall
Two River Sweepstakes Participants.
9.2 Awards shall be for the skipper (and crew) of the top five places in each division.
