Junior Division (Opti, BIC, Laser) — number of races TBD, course TBD.

All divisions, except long distance, will sail windward-leeward or Olympic modified courses targeting
40 — 50 minutes in length. Long distance pursuit races will be 2 — 3 hours in length.
