NOTICE OF RACE 
 

1 RULES 

1.1 This regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 

2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

2.1 The regatta is open to all boats of the YRALIS or of a recognized YRA club with a valid PHRF 

rating issued by YRALIS or the organizing club, and skippered by a captain who has entered and 

registered for the race online at Regatta Network: www.regattanetwork.org/event/20281 

2.2 Boats shall comply with the YRALIS Minimum Equipment list, Category C. 

2.3 This is a YRALIS qualifier event, and a North Sails Long Island Sound Championship qualifier event. 

3 FEES 

3.1 Required fee is $60. Proceeds will help to fund research at the Cold Spring Harbor Labs. 

4 SCHEDULE 

4.1 Registration: Deadline Saturday August 8, by 1800hrs (6:00pm) 

4.2 Date of race: Sunday August 9, 2020 

4.3 Number of races: one Race per division, Spinnaker & JAM 

4.4 The scheduled time of the Warning Signal for Division 1 is 10:55 am (1055hrs).  

4.5 No warning signal will be made after 1300 hrs. 

5 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

The Sailing Instructions will be available after July 1, 2020 

6 VENUE 

Race Course will be in the area of Huntington Bay, no more than 1 mile north of red Nun “6” off  

Lloyd Neck. 

7 RADIO COMMUNICATION 

7.1   Except in an emergency or withdrawal, a boat that is racing shall not make voice or data   

   transmissions and shall not receive voice or data communication that is not available to all boats.  

7.2   Race Committee may use VHF Channel 72 for Course announcements. All other use of radios is  

         prohibited except to report withdrawals or emergencies.
