● Non-one-design boats will be grouped in PHRF fleets.  

Courses:  

● Races will be sailed on courses of windward/leeward design or variations thereof from GSC 

course illustrations.  

Entries & Fees: 

● The entry fee for this regatta is $75.00.   

● Early online registrants that enter before 2400 (midnight) CDT Friday, April 30th, 2021, will 

receive a $10.00 discount. 

● Members of US Sailing will receive a $5.00 discount at any time. Only one US Sailing Member 

discount allowed per entry.
