US Sailing, and those that have read and will follow the rules according to the “SAFE

3.2  Eligible boats may enter by registering on Regatta Network [CYC RACING] 
3.3  All entries must be submitted by the day of the race by 9:00 am. 
3.4  No late entries will be accepted.

5.1  Fee for non-Coronado Yacht Club (CYC) participants is $30.

7.2  If CYC Opening Day is postponed due to COVID 19 restrictions, the race will still be held, as
