1)  Rules: The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

2)  Eligibility: All participants must be age 17 or under or in the 2021 high school class. All
ages as of August 2th, 2021 Participants may sail in only the South or North Regattas, but are
encouraged to join in the fun for all 4 days!

4)  Entry Fees: (Applies to skipper and crew for C-420s)
Per River, before July 30th: $75
On or after July 31st: $85

Both Rivers, before July 30th: $100

8.2  Five races are scheduled for the South River and the North River (10 total). The
Green Fleet will sail a total of 6 races per River.

8.3  One race is required to be completed to constitute a regatta

(a)  When fewer than five (5) races have been completed, a boat’s series score
will be the total of his/her race scores on each river.

(b)  When five (5) or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will
be the total of his/her race scores excluding his/her worst score on each river.

(c)  For sailors racing both rivers, when fewer than five (5) races have been
completed in total, a boat’s series score will be the total of his/her scores. When
five (5) or more have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of
his/her race scores excluding his/her worst score. When ten (10) or more races
have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores
excluding her worst two (2) scores.

9)  Awards:

9.1  Awards will be presented for the South River Participants, the North River
Participants and Overall Two River Sweepstakes Participants.

9.2  Awards shall be for the skipper (and crew) of the top five places in each
division.
