NOTICE OF RACE 

August 12- 14, 2022 
1. BACKGROUND 

100 miles of awesome, and the toughest race you’ll ever love!  The event was founded as a double-
handed endurance race, and we have added more op>ons over the years: 

-Double-handed 100 

-Fully-crewed 100 

-Double-Handed and Fully Crewed 50 

The course is through/around (skipper's choice) the San Juan Islands and each year compe>tors are met 
with a unique set of challenges and some of the most beau>ful condi>ons the Salish Sea has to offer.  
The race starts on Friday evening, and night >me spinnaker runs are the norm on the way up to the first 
mark of the course.  Due to the >me of year, we have come to expect meteor showers and phosphores-
cence that light up the night and con>nue to add to the excitement of the race. 

2. RACE DESCRIPTION 

The N100 course starts in Fidalgo Bay and heads north to Point Roberts, then south any way you choose 
to Hein Bank, followed by a return to Anacortes with a finish off Washington Park (details in the Sailing 
Instruc>ons).  

There will be short course finishes possible at each mark rounding.  Boats will be required to provide 
adequate GPS proof of their rounding Rme if they wish to be scored for a short course finish. 

The N50 course starts in Fidalgo Bay and heads north to Alden Bank, then south any way you choose to 
the finish off Washington Park.  

The race starts on Friday, August 12, 2022. 

This can be a very challenging event that involves considerable naviga>onal skills, plus night sailing, 
strong currents, transit of vessel traffic lanes, and poten>ally strong winds near Hein Bank. 

The race is open to all yachts that have submiYed the following: 

-Completed registra>on on-line 

-Paid registra>on fee of $80.   



3. SCHEDULE

4. ELIGIBILITY & ENTRY 

4.1 To enter the event, entrants must register online and pay the appropriate fees by the registra>on 
deadline. Registra>on a^er the deadline may be accepted at the discre>on of the race organizers and 
will require an addi>onal late fee.  

4.2 A boat wishing to use sails with numbers different from her own must no>fy the Race Chairman be-
fore 1730 on race day.  

4.3 All boat racing must ensure that her correct ra>ng is issued and recorded by PHRF Northwest by the 
registra>on deadline or when registra>on is accepted. Boats racing without a valid PHRF Northwest cer-
>ficate will not be scored.  

4.4 A change in a boat’s ra>ng will take effect on the day it is recorded by the ra>ng agency.  

4.5 A boat rated by PHRF Northwest in considera>on of water ballast will be allowed to use water ballast 
as rated. This changes RRS 51.  

5. FEES 

$80.00  

Event t-shirts are available for $20 each at Race Headquarters (loca>on TBD), star>ng at 1:00 on Friday 
night.   

6. RULES 

6.1 The regaYa is governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), except as they are changed by the Sailing 
Instruc>ons or as follows: 

6.2 The Race will be concluded at 1200 on Sunday, August 14.  Addi>onal details about short course 
scoring will be included in the Sailing Instruc>ons.  We reserve the right to include both full course and 



short course finishers in the overall scoring, with all full course finishers placing ahead of short course 
finishers. 

6.3 A boat that did not start (DNC, DNS, OCS), did not finish (DNF), re>red a^er finishing (RAF), or is dis-
qualified (DSQ, DNE, DGM, BFD) will be scored the number of finishers plus one. This changes RRS Ap-
pendix A4.2 and A9 

6.4 Between sunset and sunrise, the “Interna>onal Regula>ons for Preven>ng Collisions at Sea” shall 
replace the relevant rules of Part 2. Furthermore, all double-handed compe>tors are required to wear 
life jackets while on deck during these hours. 

6.5 A boat that impedes or obstructs commercial traffic will be subject to disqualifica>on. 

6.6 No single handed entries are permiYed due to US Coast Guard regula>ons. 

7. SAFETY & RESPONSIBILITY 

7.1 Compe>tors par>cipate in the regaYa en>rely at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race. The or-
ganizing authority, Anacortes Yacht Club, will not accept any liability for material damage or personal 
injury or death sustained in conjunc>on with or prior to, during, or a^er the regaYa. It is the responsibili-
ty of each skipper to competently inform their crew of the risks of sailboat racing, to make sure their 
crew understands and accepts those risks, to decide whether their crew is competent and their equip-
ment adequate for the event, and to decide whether to start or con>nue in a race. 

7.2 Boats racing must comply with US Sailing Safety Equipment Requirements (SER) of “Coastal” other 
than excep>ons noted in the Sailing Instruc>ons.  

7.3 The race commiYee may inspect a boat or its equipment at any >me before or a^er racing for com-
pliance with safety requirements. 

7.4 Boats shall follow all poten>al Covid-19 state and federal guidelines to the best of their ability during 
this event.  Neither the US Coast Guard nor the Anacortes Yacht Club will monitor this or be held respon-
sible for the ac>ons of race boats not following health guidelines.  It is expected that Skippers meet with 
crew to make common agreements for the mutual safety of all of them. 
 
8. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

Sailing Instruc>ons will be available on the event website (visit anacortesyachtclub.org, and look for the 
tab labeled “RegaYas” and NOT “Racing”, plus printed copies will be available at Race Headquarters (lo-
ca>on TBD) on Friday night. 

9. SCORING & AWARDS 

All scoring will be done using >me-on-distance at 100 nm (and 50 nm) based on elapsed >mes. Awards 
will be given to the following boats: 

- First finishers in each division within each race, up to third place. 

- The last boat in the RegaYa to finish before the >me limit  

- Boats breaking the elapsed >me records in each race 

- Addi>onal awards are likely, based on unique crew characteris>cs and performance.
