NOTICE OF RACE

“Come Hell or high water” was the phrase used by our first regatta chair, Brian Malone. This distance race is held in
Hillsborough Bay, but don’t assume it is just an afternoon cruise. Test your navigation skills and plan to race even if
the weather pipes up. This time of year is prone to fronts. In the internet age, most race decisions are made at the bar
watching radar. You can plan to race this one to hone your heavy weather skills, so don’t shy away if there is a blow.

RULES
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing including Appendix V2
(post-race penalty), and the DIYC 2021-2022 Boat of the Year Notice of Series.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

2.1 The regatta is open to all boats with a valid WFPHRF certificate, or a temporary rating assigned by
the DIYC Club Measurer.

2.2 Expected Divisions are Spinnaker (A/B/C), Racer-Cruiser, Cruising, and Multihull.

2.3 The L30 Class is also invited to compete. They will be competing only against each other with a
separate start.

2.4 Under West Florida PHRF rules, this is a Category 4 event.

2.5 Cruising spinnakers are permitted for the Cruising Division. All Cruising boats intending to use a
cruising spinnaker must declare so by email to fleetcaptain@diyc.org at least two days prior to the
event.

2.6 Boats shall enter on-line at the Racing/Regattas page at
https://www.regattanetwork.com/event/23862 . Entries close at 1115 on March 5. Late entries may
be accepted at the sole discretion of the Organizing Authority.

3.1 All boats: $53.75 ($50.00 plus 7.5% sales tax)

The sailing instructions will be available on the DIYC website, and at check-in.
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VENUE AND COURSE
6.1 The racing area will be Hillsborough Bay.
6.2 Distance course - 1 race is scheduled for all Divisions, up to 25 miles.

PENALTY SYSTEM
7.1 All Divisions will use the Scoring Penalty of RRS 44.3.
7.2 The 30% Penalty Taken After a Race of RRS V2 will apply.

SCORING
All Divisions will be scored TOD using West Florida PHRF RLC ratings.

PRIZES
Prizes will be awarded in each Division for first place, if 1-3 boats; top two, if 4-5 boats; top three, if 6 or
more boats.
