1.3 RRS 40.1 shall be in effect. Each competitor shall wear a personal flotation device.

14 If there is a conflict between languages, the English text will take precedence.

1.5 In accordance with RRS G3, a boat chartered or loaned for this regatta may carry national letters or a sail number in
contravention of her class rules.

1.6 Appendix V, Alternative Penalties will be in effect.

1.7 Competitors agree to follow Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and State of Mississippi guidelines as well as
the BWYC policies that are in effect at the time of the regatta regarding coronavirus and COVID-19.

1.8 RRS A4 and A5 are amended to add: A boat that has not met the definition of start 5 minutes after her starting signal will be
scored Did Not Start (DNS).

1.9 RRS 35 is amended to add: Boats failing to finish within 30 minutes of the first boat to finish will be scored Time Limit Expired
(TLE).

1.10 RRS A4 is amended to add: The score for TLE is 2 points more than the number of boats that finished within the time limit.

3 ELIGIBITY AND ENTRY

3.1 Each competitor shall be a 2022 member of his/her respective country’s Sunfish Class Association.

3.2  All participants shall be 40 years of age or older as of October 4514, 2022. and-must-meet-the-agerequirementto-gualify-for
each-ofthe-age-divisions:-. Each competitor’s age as of October 14, 2022 shall determine their respective age division for
Prizes: Apprentice Master 40+, Master 50+, Grand Master 60+, Great Grand Master 70+, and Senior Master 80+.

3.3 An entry is not complete until payment has been made.
