NOTICE OF RACE 
As amended to incorporate Amendments 1 and 2 

1. RULES
1.1. The Tred Avon Yacht Club (TAYC) is the Organizing Authority. 
1.2. The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS). 
1.3. The Nearshore Category of the US Sailing Safety Equipment Requirements (SERs) will apply. In the event 

of a conflict between the SERs and applicable class rules, the class rules shall govern. 

2. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
2.1. The Sailing Instructions will be posted on the event website by May 5. 

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
3.1. The regatta is open to all boats with a valid 2022 PHRF of the Chesapeake rating, 2022 CRCA rating, 2022 

Chesapeake Multihull Association rating, 2022 SCHRS Beach Cat rating or Oxford OARS PHRF rating (spin 
& non-spin).   

3.2. Starts will be given to any class if a minimum of 3 paid entries per class have been received by the dead-
line of 1700 Saturday, May 7. 

3.3. Eligible boats must register by going to the TAYC website (www.tayc.com/racing) and completing the en-
try form for the event.  Entry forms must be received no later than 1700 Saturday, May 7. 

3.4. All regatta participants, including skippers and crew, must individually sign and electronically submit the 
TAYC Regatta Waiver and Release of Liability Form found at www.tayc.com/racing. 

4. FEES
4.1. The entry fee is $35 for CBYRA or US Sailing members, $40 for non-members to be received no later than 

1700 Saturday, May 7.   

5. SCHEDULE
5.1. Participants shall rendezvous off the Tred Avon Yacht Club Floating Dock displaying the L Flag for check-in 

with the Race Committee.  
5.2. The Warning Signal for the first class to start is scheduled for 0830.  
5.3. Classes may be combined for starting and scoring purposes at the discretion of the Organizing Authority.  

Changes to the starting order or classes will be announced in the Sailing Instructions. 

6. THE VENUE
6.1. There will be one race, with the finish in the vicinity of Choptank River R “10” off Black Walnut Point.  

7. TIME LIMIT
7.1. 5 hours for first boat in each class. 

8. SCORING
8.1. RRS Appendix A4, Low Point System, will apply. 
8.2. Corrected times for PHRF classes will be calculated using PHRF Time-on-Time and Circular Random rat-

ings. 
8.3. Corrected times for the CRCA classes will be calculated using handicaps supplied by the CRCA class admin-

istration based upon course type and observed wind strength. 

9. PRIZES
9.1.  Prizes will be given as follows:  1 if 3 entries, 2 if 5 entries, 3 if 7 or more entries.
