A late fee of $10.00
will apply to those boats who register after midnight on Monday, August 8, 2022.
Online registration will be open the morning of the regatta.
Entry into the Regatta will be accepted the day of the event in person only.

heading out onto the water. Boats can be launched at the town boat ramp
at the head of the harbor. Coach boat trailers are to be stored at either
the Town Ramp parking lot ($10 fee) or at Stephen’s Field parking lot
located at the end of Union Street. Each coach boat shall have a working
VHF radio, an anchor, and a basic first aid kit. No coaching is allowed
after the first gun for each race (except for Green Fleet competitors in the
bottom half of any given race).

Opti Champ Fleet Race Committee will be monitoring channel 69.
The 420 Fleet Race Committee will be monitoring channel 70.

Snacks/Drinks will be provided to competitors on the water.

A BBQ cookout will be provided to all participating sailors, coaches and
parents after racing.

Parking for trailers is available offsite at Stephens Field.
