COMMUNICATION

The official notice board will be on the signal vessel trailer at the Vista Point parking area.

The race committee may communicate safety, OCS boats, and general information to assist in the management of
the event via VHF radio. Except in an emergency, retirement, or notification of a protest, a boat that is racing
shall not make or receive data or voice communication that is not available to all boats. VHF radio channel 72
will be utilized.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
This event is open to all Thistle Class Boats with dues paid.

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SCORING

One race is required to be completed to constitute a regatta.

Up to 5 races may be sailed.

A boat’s regatta score shall be the total of all of her races.

Scoring will be provided for all registered boats for the Bottoms Up Regatta and for boats registered in the
Carolina District for the District Championship.

RISK STATEMENT

RRS 3 states: ‘The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue to
race is hers alone.” By participating in this event each competitor agrees and acknowledges that
sailing is a potentially dangerous activity with inherent risks. These risks include strong winds
and rough seas, sudden changes in weather, failure of equipment, boat handling errors, poor
seamanship by other boats, loss of balance on an unstable platform and fatigue resulting in
increased risk of injury. Inherent in the sport of sailing is the risk of permanent, catastrophic
injury or death by drowning, trauma, hypothermia or other causes.
