RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the current version of The Racing Rules of
Sailing (2021-2024).

1.2 NAVALand CRUISE SHIP PROTECTION ZONE: The Naval and Cruise Ship Protection Zone is a 500
yard regulated area of water surrounding all US Naval and Cruise Ship Vessels. All vessels
within 500 yards of such vessel shall operate at the minimum speed necessary to maintain
safe course and speed and shall proceed as directed by an official patrol. No vessel is allowed
within 100 yards of Naval and Cruise Ship traffic

1.3 Sailboats sailing a similar course should take a conservative tactic to avoid any close quarter
maneuvers to minimize collisions or prolonged entanglement.

1.4 All boats will carry an operational VHF radio (RC will listen and announce on Channel 67).

ADVERTISING
2.1 Advertising is at the discretion of the Organizing Authority (Coronado Yacht Club).

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 Limited to fleets of 3 or more sport/small boats, skippers members in good standing of Yacht
Clubs or Sailing Organizations recognized by US Sailing. Previous boats that have entered are:
Mercury; Moth; F18; Laser; 420; FJ; J70; J24; Harbor 20. Other fleets are welcome!

3.2 Eligible boats may enter by entering on Regatta Network:

3.4 All entries must be submitted by June 15 @ 1500 pm.

3.5 Late entries are on a case by base basis.
