1 RULES

2.1 The regatta is open to all PHRF and One Design keelboats, subject to the following restriction:

All PHRF boats must have a current or provisional Lake Ray Hubbard PHRF rating. If the boat
has not been rated, submit pertinent information to the Lake Ray Hubbard PHRF committee to
have a provisional rating assigned.

Deadline to submit pertinent information is April 30, 2023.
2.2 All boats must have a female at the helm during all races.

6 VENUE

8.1 One race is required to be completed to constitute a regatta.

(c) Finish places will be determined with adjustments for each boat’s PHRF rating.
9 PRIZES

Trophies will be awarded for first, second and third finishing places for each class with five or more boats
entered. If the class has four or fewer boats entered, trophies will be awarded for first and second finishing
places. Sisters with Sails Regatta Trophy will also be awarded to the top finisher with female-majority
crew in each class.
