For all boats without a valid 

PHRF certificate, provisional ratings may be assigned at the sole discretion of the Race Committee. Provisional ratings 

are not subject to redress.  The race will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2021-2024 including prescriptions 

of US Sailing, and by the Sailing Instructions (SIs). In the event of a conflict the Sailing Instructions will govern.
