4. SAFETY:

4.1 All boats shall comply with United States Coast Guard safety equipment regulations.

4.2 Boats competing shall comply with the US Sailing Special Equipment Requirements for Nearshore Racing,
check-In with Race Committee at the beginning of each day of racing with all of the crew wearing their PFD’s,
carry a working motor with enough fuel to motor 20 miles, and have proper working navigation lights.

4.3 A boat shall report for any safety inspection when asked to do so by the Race Committee or Protest
Committee. Any boat found without all safety items may incur a scoring penalty or be disqualified by the
Protest Committee.
