
NOTICE OF RACE & SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Rules 

a. The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of 
Sailing (RRS).  

2. Notice to Competitors, Changes to Notice of Race and Sailing Instructions 
a. Verbal Sailing Instructions will be allowed.  

3. Eligibility, Registration 
a. Regatta is open all boats of the RS Areo, ISCA, ILCA, Flying Scot, and 420. 
b. Regatta Network link  

4. Schedule 
a. June 21-22; September 6-7; October 18-19 
b. Saturday 

i. Competitors’ Meeting: 1200 HRS 
ii. First Warning: 1300 HRS 

c. Sunday: First Warning: 1300 HRS 
d. Six Races are scheduled for each event (3). Three (3) races are scheduled for 

each day and no more than four (4) races can be sailed in a day.  
5. Signals Made Ashore, Communication  

a. Signals ashore will be made at the light pole near the boat ramp. 
b. When flag AP is displayed, ‘1 minute’, is replaced with ‘not less than 20 

minutes’ in the race signal AP. 
c. The Race Committee may broadcast instructions on VHF 72. 

6. Course  
a. The course will be windward-leeward (twice around/four legs). 
b. An offset mark at the windward mark may be used when fleet size warrants. 

7. Class Flag  
a. Class Flag will be BWYC or GYA burgee. 

8. Marks 
a. Marks will be orange ball or orange tetrahedron. 

9. The Start 
a. The start line will be between the orange flag on the Signal Boat and the 

nearby mark. 
10. The Finish 

a. The finish line will be between the blue flag on the finish vessel and the 
nearby mark.  

11. Penalty System 
a. Appendix V and T will apply.  



b. Rule V1 is changed as follows: The first two (2) sentences of rule 44.1 are 
changed to : ‘A boat may take a One-Turn Penalty when she may have broken 
a rule of Part 2 or rule 31 while racing. However, when she may have broken a 
rule of Part 2 while in the zine around a mark other than a starting mark, her 
penalty shall be a Two-Turns Penalty.’ 

12. Scoring 
a. All races will be scored. No discarded score.
