e Changes to the Sailing Instructions: Will be posted on the notice board at the TYC
Clubhouse before 0900 the day of the race.
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Course - (course as determined before the skipper's meeting):

» 1. Around Vashon Island in a clockwise direction, starting and finishing near TYC.

o 2. Up West side of Vashon Island and finish at Allen Bank.

e 3. Up and down the West side of Vashon Island, taking the shortened course mark to
starboard at Olalla and a southern route down Colvos Passage and finishing near TYC.

* 4. Up the West side of Vashon Island and finish at Olalla.

Course —- One Design:
» Depending upon wind conditions the day of the race, the Race Committee will select a
course to be announced at the Skippers' Meeting.
The race course will be a mid-distance race appropriate to the fleets registered and the
conditions and may include the Manzanita Buoy, a mark in the Blair Waterway, or a
mark part way up Colvos Passage. Starting and finishing near TYC.
