1. RULES

3 COMMUNICATIONS 
3.1 The official notice board is located on the patio off the first floor of the club and 
posted on-line at the event website. 
3.2 All boats shall carry a VHF radio capable of communicating on the RC channel stated in 
the sailing instructions. 
4 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
4.1 The event is open to all boats of the A-Cat Class, E Scow class, Flying Scot class,  MC 
Scow Class, and Ensign class. 
4.2 Boats may only enter the event by registering online at Regatta Network. 

4.3 To be considered an entry in the event, a boat shall complete all registration 
requirements and pay all fees online. 
5 FEES 
5.1. The registration fee is as follows: 
A-Cat = $100 (5 lunches included) E Scow= $85 (4 lunches included) Flying
Scot= $70 (2 lunches included) Ensign=$85 (4 lunches included)
MC Scow = $50All skippers under 25= $50. The registration fees include a light

breakfast, post-race snacks and beverages. Lunch will be available prior to leaving the
dock for consumption on the water during a break between the races. Additional lunches
available for purchase, $12.
5.2 Entry fee refunds may be granted at the discretion of the OA. A $25 administrative fee
will apply.

9.1 Low Point Scoring System in RRS Appendix A shall apply. 
9.2 One race is required to be completed to constitute a regatta. 

   10 RISK STATEMENT 
     10.1 RRS 3 states; ‘The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to 
continue racing is hers alone’ By participating in this event each competitor agrees and 
acknowledges that sailing is a potentially dangerous activity with inherent risks. These risks 
include strong winds and rough seas, sudden changes in weather, failure of equipment, boat 
handling errors, poor seamanship by other boats, loss of balance on an unstable platform and 
fatigue resulting in increased risk of injury. 

 11 INSURANCE 
   11.1 Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party insurance. The OA does not 
accept any responsibility for verifying that a boat is covered by third-party liability insurance.  
  12 PRIZES 
 12.1 Prizes will be awarded to the first three boats in each class which has at least 5 
boats entered, if less than 5 boats are registered for a class, a start won't be held for that 
class. 
13 PARKING/BOAT STORAGE 
13.1 Available for Saturday June 7.  All boats, trailers and vehicles must be removed at the 
end of Sunday June 8.
