RULES:  All races will be sailed in accordance with current Racing Rules of Sailing and with 
Class rules where applicable.  Sailing instructions will be provided at Registration.  One race 
constitutes a regatta. Six or more races will be attempted.  If six or more races are completed, 
there will be a throw-out race. 
 
SAILING INSTRUCTIONS will be posted to event website and available at on-site check-in 
 
CLASSES:    Three boats are required to form a class.  Expected classes include:  Sunfish, 
Lasers, Catamarans, and Portsmouth.   
 
AWARDS:  Two trophies will be awarded for each class.

Follow Second Avenue 
less than one mile to its end, where it tees into Todville Road.  Turn right on Todville Road.  
SSC is 250 feet on the left. Or just search for “Seabrook Sailing Club” on googlemaps.
