1.2.3. Rule 63.1 prescriptions are not in effect

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY:

3.1. The regatta is open to all boats of the classes: X, A, B, Cruiser, Cal 20, and multihull with skippers who are
members of HYRA member clubs.

3.2. Yachts will race and be scored if there are 3 or more entries
