This regatta is open to all boats with valid PHRF-GB certificates or GBCA Club Handicap and others that can form a 

one design class and supply a set of class rules, subject to the discretion of the race committee. A minimum of 

three boats is required to form a class. Classes which have formed by 1700 hours October 6, 2010 will be awarded 

trophies as follows:

Classes which form after 1700 hours October 6, 2010 are eligible for trophies but trophies may not be available for 

presentation at the awards ceremony.

triangle courses of various lengths in that part of Galveston Bay bounded by The Bayport Ship Channel, The 

Houston Ship Channel and the shoreline between Red Bluff and San Leon.
