There will 
be a Practice Race on Friday, August 12, 2011. The Edgartown Yacht 

Club (“EYC”) is the Organizing Authority.

1	 RULES

	 1.1	 The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules 
	 	 of Sailing 2009-2012.
	 1.2	 The 12 Metre Class By-Laws & Regulations as of July 2, 2008 and the 12 
	 	 Metre Class Rules as of July 2, 2008 and any subsequent amendments.

2	 ADVERTISING

	 The Regatta is a category A event in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20, 
	 Advertising Code, except that competitors may be asked to display flags of 
	 presenting and supporting companies before and after racing. 

3 	 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

	 3.1	 The Regatta is open to 12 Metre yachts holding a valid certificate and are 
	 	 current with their 12 Metre Class dues, Americas Fleet dues and 
	 	 certificate  filing fees.
	 3.2	 Yacht entries for all divisions shall be made on the entry form provided 
	 	 and shall be delivered to the Edgartown Yacht Club Race Committee, 
	 	 One Dock Street, Edgartown, MA 02539 on or before 1800 hrs. Friday, 
	 	 August 12, 2010.
	 3.3	 Late entries will be accepted at the discretion of the Race Committee.

	 The sailing instructions will be available after 0900 on Friday, August 12, in the 
	 Race Committee office.  Preliminary versions may be available for earlier review.

7	 VENUE


 The races will be sailed in the vicinity of R6 - R4 in the waters off Edgartown on 

 the island of Martha’s Vineyard.

8	 THE COURSES

	 The courses to be sailed will be windward/leeward configurations.

9 	 SCORING

	 The number of races sailed constitute a series.
