1. Rules

b. Racing Rule 40 will be changed as follows: All competitors are required to wear
a life jacket or other adequate personal floatation device while racing. The sailing
instructions may also change other racing rules.
. Advertising
a. Advertising will be restricted to Category A
Eligibility and Entry
a. All boats are invited to participate. Each boat shall have a 2012 Northern
California PHRF certificate.
b. Any boat without a certificate will be assigned a PHRF rating at the sole and un-
appealable discretion of the Race Committee.
c. Eligible boats must enter and pay on-line at www.Southbeachyachtclub.org .
Only on-line entries and payments will be accepted.
d. Deadline to register without a late fee is April 16",

a. Series: US Sailing Member = $75; Non-US Sailing Member = $80. Entries
received after April 16" = $90
b. Single Race = $15
i.  Single race entries must be received no later than 1630 hours on the day of
the race.
ii.  Single race entries will not be eligible for series and will be deleted from
the results approximately 72 hours after the race the race.

. Schedule of Races

Practice: April 20
Series: April 27, May 4, May 18, June 1, June 15, June 22, July 6, July 20, July
27, August 3, August 17 and August 24

b. The scheduled time for the first Warning Signal is 1830 hours

7. Courses and Racing Area

a. The races will be sailed in the South Bay waters of San Francisco Bay
b. Courses may use both fixed and temporary marks
8. Scoring
a. Eight completed races constitute the overall series
b. When fewer than 7 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the
total of her race scores.
c. When from 7 to 9 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the
total of her race scores excluding her worst score.
d. When 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her
race scores excluding her two worst scores.
e. Time on distance correction will be used; corrected times will be calculated to the
nearest second
9. Prizes
a. Prizes will be given after each race to the first place winner in each division.
b. Trophies for first, second and third places for each division will be awarded at the

end of the Series.
