1. Organizing Authority

2. Rules 
2.1This regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of 

Sailing(RRS) 
2.2 West Florida PHRF Class Rules 
2.3 Applicable One Design Rules.  
 

3. Eligibility & Entry 
The regatta is open to all WFPHRF boats, Multihulls and One 
Design Fleets. WFPHRF Fleets include: Spinnaker, Non-
Spinnaker, Cruiser, Pocket Cruiser & Multihull. Fleets may be 
combined to constitute a class. One Design fleets (minimum 5 
boats) include Opti Red, White, Blue & Green, Laser Radial, 
Laser 4.7, Laser, Sunfish, Flying Scot, 420, San Juan 21, S2 7.9, 
Melges 24, J-22’s and F-18’s. Other classes with five (5) or more 
boats registered will also constitute a class. 
 

4. Registration & Fees 
4.1 Registration is $75 per boat except for 420’s which are 

$100.00. All registrations received before midnight on 
Aug. 27, 2012 will receive a $15 discount. WFPHRF, 
PHRF One Design, PHRF Multi Hull registration fee includes 
1 t-shirt, 1 hat, and 1 dinner Saturday night. All other 
registration includes 1 lunch Saturday and Sunday, 1 Dinner 
Saturday, 1 t-shirt, water, & complimentary beer (21 yrs & 
over). 420 registrants will receive 2 dinners, 2 lunches and 2 
t-shirts.

Racing will be in Sarasota Bay. 
 
9. Scoring 
9.1 One race constitutes a regatta. 
9.2 When 6 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series 
score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst 
score. This changes RRS A2. 
 
10. Prizes 
Awards will be given out according to the number of registrants in 
each class. 
 
11. Disclaimer of Liability 
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. 
See RRS 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not 
accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or 
death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the 
regatta. 
 
12. Docking 
Participating boats may dock free of charge for the regatta from 
Aug. 30-Sept. 4 at the Sarasota Sailing Squadron. 
 
13. Parking
