1. RULES:

1.1 This regatta will be governed by the 'rules' as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing
(RRS).

1.2 RRS 40 is deleted and replaced with: "Competitors shall wear life-jackets or other
adequate personal buoyancy while racing, except briefly while changing or adjusting
clothing or personal equipment.” Note that Flag Y will not be displayed.

. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

2.1 The regatta is open to the following classes: 10D, Knarr, Folkboat, Bear, Bird, AE28

2.2 Eligible boats may be entered by completing online registration at www.sfyc.org. If
fewer than five (5) boats in a class are entered by October 8, SFYC may return the entry
fees and not provide a start for that class.

2.3 The entry fee is $85 for members of US SAILING and $90 for non-members if received
by October 8. Entry fee will be $95 and $100 respectively if received after October 8.
