3.  CHANGES TO SAILIMG INSTRUCTIONS 
 

Any changes to the sailing instructions will be posted before 0900 on the day it 
will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 
2000 on the day before it will take effect. 

 
4.  SIGNALS MADE ASHORE 
 

Signals made ashore will be displayed from the WYC flagpole. 
 
5.  SCHEDULE and CLASS FLAGS 
 

There will be three races. 
The warning signal for the first race will be at 12:55 Saturday October 12th 2013.

6.  RACING AREA 
 

The Course Area will be off the south shore of Oahu. 
 

 

7.  COURSES and MARKS 
 

Courses will be determined based on the wind direction at the time of the regatta. 
 

Course 1: Start – Mark 1 to Port – Mark 2 to Port – Finish.    
 

Course 2: Start – Mark 1 to Port – Mark 2 to Port– Mark 1 to Port – Mark 2 to Port – 
Finish.

8. STARTING AND FINISHING LINES 
 

The starting and finishing line will be between two yellow inflatable tetrahedrons. 
 
9. TIME LIMIT 
 

The time limit the race will be one and one half hour for the first boat to finish. 
 
10.  PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS 
 

Protests shall be delivered to WYC within 45 min. after the race committee boat 
docks. The protest time limit and a list of protests received will be posted on the 
notice board. Hearings will be held as soon as possible after racing at WYC.  

 
11. SCORING 
 

All scores will count. One race constitutes a series.
