Rules.  

This regatta will be governed by the following rules.  Each listed reference 
shall take precedence over this appearing above it in the following list. 

USCG Navigation Rules, International-Inland. 
Racing rules of the IASF as adopted by the USSA, 2013- 2016. 
Racing rule(s) 26, 29.2, 29.3, 31.2 and 44 will be changed.  The changes 
will appear in full in the sailing instructions. 
Racing yachts encountering any non-racing vessels shall conform to the 
Rules of the Road.  No vessel has right of way over a large ship in the 
channel (COLREGS, Rule 9).  Interference with deep draft vessels will be 
grounds for disqualification.  

 
Entries. 

Entry is limited to members of yacht clubs and associations recognized by 
USSA, SCYA, SDAYC or their own National Authority. 
Eligible boats may register on line (seen instructions below), or by completing 
the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee, to Race 
Committee, Chula Vista Yacht Club, 642 Marina Pkwy #83, Chula Vista, CA 
91910 by 1400, May 29, 2014  

 

Class Assignments. 
Class 1 – Spinnaker and Non-spinnaker  

Class 1 spinnaker and non-spinnaker will be run as a single class with the 
use of spinnaker offsets for those racing non-spinnaker boats unless there 
are no spinnaker boats entered. 

Class 2 – Chula Vista Handicap Fleet 
Handicaps in Class 1 shall be PHRF San Diego (RLC). Entries not holding a 
PHRF handicap will utilize the standard manufacturer’s handicap as 
determined by PHRF San Diego. 
Handicaps for CVHF will be based on standard manufacture’s handicap as 
determined by PHRF San Diego and will sail under the CVYC Handicap Fleet 
Rules.

Race area will generally be limited to the area known as South Bay with the 
Start and Finish inside the Chula Vista Harbor; however, it is noted that some 
courses do extend into the North Bay.

Commodore’s Cup permanent trophy.  Trophies may be given for first through
