Please be courteous to others, use patience and obey the harbor rules so that we

Town Landing/Apponagansett Park:  Located just over the Padanaram Bridge, 
this landing is available to the public for boat launching & parking for a fee.  Ramp is 
first come, first serve.   
 
Buzzards Bay is a "No Discharge" zone. As such, you are forbidden from discharging 
your holding tank within our waters. The Harbor Master office provides free pump-out 
service. 

 As a boater in Dartmouth, you are required to obey all local, state and federal 
rules and regulations. 

Padanaram Harbor is a "No Wake" zone. While in the harbor, please keep your 
speed below 5 MPH and keep your wake to a minimum.  

Transient Boaters 
There are Transient moorings available south of the Padanaram Bridge from The New
